New to the resort is Ocatilla at Arizona Biltmore, a club 
addition with 120 rooms that serves as a boutique hotel within the 
resort. Along with a private swimming pool and poolside service, 
Ocatilla provides complimentary pampering amenities, such as the 
soothing � erapeutic Turndown Bath.

Soak in the desert atmosphere at any of the eight additional 
swimming pools at the Arizona Biltmore or spend more time 
outdoors at the resort’s two 18-hole PGA golf courses, seven tennis

zona Biltmore Spa. 

� e latest addition to the resort’s six dining options is Frank 
& Albert’s, which pays homage to the two men responsible for 
the design of the Arizona Biltmore — Frank Lloyd Wright and 
Albert Chase McArthur. � e restaurant serves up American 
classics accented by local � avors such as the wood-stone baked 
� let of salmon with duck-fat poached � ngerling potatoes. For a 
complete Biltmore experience, don’t forget to order the tableside 
s’mores for dessert.
